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The Wasco Woman's 
Club treated students 
with special needs from 
Wasco High School 
to a Cinco de Mayo-
themed prom, where 
they enjoyed an after-
noon of dancing, laugh-
ter and memories. 

Leo Chavez is a spe-
cial education teacher 
at Wasco High School. 
"Our kids get super ex-
cited about the prom. 
It's a good way to end 
the school year. It's fun 
for the kids and staff 
because they get to en-
joy listening to music, 
dancing  and  social-
izing.  It's almost like 
all  the hard work they 
put in during the school year paid off. For them, it's like a 
little reward."

He said the dance also helps the students with their so-
cial skills. "By allowing them to take turns practicing with 
their peers coping skills, waiting and being patient, you 
see kids getting out of their shells. Kids that are normally 
shy are out there dancing and having fun." 

Chavez added that for the parents, they get to see the 
students in a different setting, "so they get to sit back and 
watch them let loose a little bit." 

Alison Hall is Kern County Superintendent of Schools 
Principal. She said, "Today is one of the best days of the 
year.  Kids look forward to it and seeing them happy 
is just good. It's a great day." 

"They typically wouldn't go to the Wasco High prom, 
so this gives them that opportunity to still have a typical 
high school experience."

She shared that it's an  important  partnership with 
the Wasco Woman's Club. "It integrates the kids into the 
community that much more, and the families are all local, 
making them feel like they know their kids are loved and 
appreciated." 

Hall commented on the food, desserts, music, Cinco 
de Mayo theme, pictures, the special appearance by San-
ta  and  decorations, "It all comes together really nicely, 
and the Woman's Club goes above and beyond. We ap-
preciate all they do for us." 

Elizabeth Gonzalez came to support her daughter, 
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Police confiscated gambling machines 
and arrested the owner of the Shafter To-
bacco Shop last week. 

Yassim Shaw, 50, was cited and released 
after the Tuesday raid, allegedly allowing 
illegal gambling in the back room of his 
business.

The investigation involved officers 
from the Shafter Police Department and 
inspectors from the California Tax and 
Fee Administration, who searched the 

business and found that the business was 
in possession of illegal cannibas and to-
bacco products.

The products were seized by the CDT-
FA. During the inspection, officers from 
the Police Department located gambling 
equipment and gathered evidence of illegal 
gambling activity within the establishment. 

A police detective obtained a war-
rant for the seizure of the illegal gam-
bling equipment. The police executed 
the warrant and seized two operational 

Fish Game-type machines that were dis-
covered in the back storage room of the 
business, as well as additional evidence of 
illegal gambling. 

Shaw was cited and released for allow-
ing illegal gambling inside his business. 
Shafter residents are encouraged to notify 
the Shafter Police Department at 661-746-
8500 of any businesses that are engaged in 
conducting illegal gambling operations on 
their premises.

Other than the people involved in the il-
legal gambling at the location, the discovery 
was not a complete surprise to some. One 

Shafter resident had recently remarked to 
The Press that he had noticed a lot of traf-
fic at the shop. The resident, who wished 
to remain anonymous, observed that there 
seemed to be a lot of people going into the 
store, but few on the store floor,

Until recently, the shop had a game 
machine  in which people could put coins 
in and it would shoot onto a platform. If 
the movement caused coins already on 
the platform to fall, the player would win 
those coins. This machine was moved off 
of the store floor in the past two months, 
according to the resident.

“Because life is worth seeing”

Last week’s Press reported that the city was purchasing new Flock cameras for 
tracking vehicles at a cost of $90,000 each. The actual cost is $90,000 for all 25 
cameras, not per camera, with an annual maintenance fee of $70,000 annually, 
according to Mayor Chad Givens. The Press regrets the error.
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The Shafter City Council decided not 
to help pay for the Chamber of Commerce 
3rd of July Fireworks Show.

City Manager Gabriel Gonzales said 
that the city had discussed the propos-
al and deemed it okay for the city to be 
a Patriot Sponsor for the annual event. 
Gonzales said that the show is attended 
by the public, allowing it to help fund 
the event.

At the first-ever meeting at Gossamer 
Grover’s Community Park Tuesday night, 
Councilmember Gilbert Alvarado asked 
Gonzales if the chamber had trouble get-
ting funding for the event, seeing that the 
city had never sponsored it in the past. 
Gonzales said that the chamber solicits 
donations, in addition to asking for assis-
tance from the public.

Mayor Chad Givens said that he under-
stood the concerns of the members of the 

council, but felt that this was a different 
situation. “The Chamber of Commerce is 
almost like our sister organization, and I 
would be for becoming a sponsor.”

Mayor Pro-Tem Cathy Prout stated 
that it is the chamber’s responsibility to 
get the funds for the event. “I have been in-
volved in the chamber board for years, and 
they have always solicited funds from dif-
ferent sources, getting the money for the 
event. I think that we would be opening a 
door that would see a lot of organizations 
expecting the same consideration and as-
sistance. I do not agree with sponsoring 
the event.”

Givens said that it was a dead issue.
In the presentation portion of the 

meeting, Givens gave proclamations to 
the Shafter Police Department’s Officers 
for National Police Week, May 10-16. He 
also presented a proclamation to the SPD’s 
Public Telecommunicators, in observance 

of National Public Safety Telecommuni-
cators Week. “The dispatchers are the first 
response that the public encounters when 
they contact the Police Department, being 
the first voice that they hear, which is so 
important in an emergency situation.”

Givens also gave an award to Angie 
Nelson and Ana Vigil, as part of the cel-
ebration of 40 years that CAPK has been 
serving the community of Shafter. Nelson 
and her staff oversee the Shafter Youth 

Center, regular food distributions to the 
community, after-school programs, as well 
as WIC and other services for the entire 
community. Nelson said, “We are proud 
to be serving the city of Shafter and its 
youth, as well as the adults, giving all of 
the residents assistance when they are in 
need.”

The council also recognized their mu-
nicipal clerks as part of Municipal Clerks 
Week, May 5-11.

Council won’t sponsor fireworks show

The city moved forward with the 
construction rehabilitation phase of the 
Police Activity League building, accept-
ing a bid from Crosswhite Construction 
Inc. for $498,684 and up to an additional 
$150,000 for changes, with hopes to get 
outside funding to help pay for the proj-
ect.

On Dec. 28, 2022, the city received an 
executed agreement from the Housing 
and Community Development Depart-
ment approving an amendment of funds 
totaling $511,964. Out of these funds, 
$184,869.44  was used  to assist  local  res-
idents impacted by covid-19 with rent, 
mortgage and utility bills. 

This left the city with $327,095, which 
was initially budgeted for $378,240 from 
the CIP Budget Book under Project 
#23030 to rehabilitate the Wasco Sheriff 
Activities League Youth Center, now the 
Police Activities League. Staff anticipat-
ed that costs for the construction phase 
could be higher than the remaining bal-
ance and requested additional funds from 
HCD. That request is still processing, but 
early feedback is encouraging. 

The rehabilitation project consists of 
three phases, two of which have been com-
pleted. Phase one involved tearing down 

the interior walls and insulation to allow 
staff and engineers to see the building's 
current condition. Phase two involved 
the engineering design for the remodel 
work. Phase three will involve significant 
construction to complete the renovation 
per the plans and specifications defined 
during phase two. 

Chief of Police Charles Fivecoat said, 
"The rehabilitation is  very important  to 
our next phase because we want to start 
our youth programs, so what we are hop-
ing to do is while that building is being re-
modeled, we'll be developing the program 
and all of the necessary administrative 
work for the program. Hopefully, by the 
time the building  is done, we'll be ready 
to start."

City Manager Scott Hurlbert shared 
his thoughts about the Police Activities 
League. "It's a great program for the youth, 
and it helps build a bond between the 
community and the officers."

Two proclamations were also made 
at the meeting: one for National Police 
Week and another for Community Action 
Month.

Councilmember Gilberto Reyna said, 
"Our city issued a National Police Week 
proclamation to honor the brave police 
officers who have made the ultimate sac-

rifice in the line of duty.  It is with heavy 
hearts that we  remember two fallen he-
roes – Sheriff 's Deputy Philip Campas, 
EOW: Sunday, July 25, 2021, and Con-
stable Joseph E. English, EOW: Saturday, 
Aug. 15, 1936. Both lost their lives by gun-
fire in service to our residents, and we will 
forever be grateful for their sacrifice. As we 
reflect on their bravery and selflessness, 
let us be inspired to support and uplift our 
current officers, who continue to put their 
lives on the line to keep us safe. Together, 
we can honor the legacy of those who have 

fallen by doing good in our community."

mented on Community Action Month:
