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License plate cameras coming to city

If you have wondered what those black
poles going up around Shafter are, they
are the newest aid in keeping the city of
Shafter safe. The city has purchased 25
Flock Cameras to put up around town,
placed in strategic locations throughout
the city.

The cameras are license plate read-
ers, catching on record every vehicle that
passes. The readers use technology that
will aid the Shafter Police Department in

responding to crimes committed in the
city by reading the plate and notifying the
officers if the vehicle is stolen. The system
updates every two hours, keeping the in-
formation current and viable.

Mayor Pro-Tem Cathy Prout said, “The
cameras are not cheap, but they will be well
worth it in the long run.” The system not
only reads the plates and records them, the
officers can also use the system to moni-
tor any city that has the system if needed.
“There are 37 jurisdictions that utilize the

Flock Camera system, including Wasco,
McFarland, Delano and Bakersfield,” said
Acting Chief Randy Milligan.

Milligan said that if the police need to
checkifa vehicle had been in a neighboring
city, they can go into the system and view
those other cities. There have only been a
few of the cameras put up so far in the city,
but, according to Milligan, they are already
paying dividends. “We are already seeing
the benefit of the cameras,” said Milligan.

Prout was right when she said that the
cameras are not cheap. Each camera car-
ries a price tag of $90,000. That makes

the purchase price for the city of Shafter
$2.25 million. There is also an annual
maintenance fee for the system, which is
$75,000 for the city, based on the number
of cameras that they have. But, as Prout
commented, the department would spend
a lot of money to have officers dedicated
to patrolling the areas that the cameras
would be covering, making the move a
prudent one even with the hefty price tag.

According to Prout, the cameras are hy-
persensitive to the numbers on the plate,
making it possible to catch the number clear-
ly evenif the vehicle is traveling at high speed.

The San Joaquin Valley Air District Board has ap-
proved a couple of plans that propose improvements in
Shafter.

As a result of the
work of the AB617 Committee, which has been working
for five years to improve the city’s air quality, there will
be sidewalks in North Shafter, beginning at Apple Market
and will go north past Fresno Avenue. This addition are
intended to improve the safety of the roads in the area,
protecting pedestrians and children as they walk along
the stretch of Central Valley Highway that runs north and
south.

According to Lynnda Martin, a member of the com-
mittee, the move will greatly improve the neighborhoods
and will help give parents a peace of mind when it comes
to the safety of their children. “We have worked long and
hard for this, and the sidewalks will be such a great im-
provement,” said Martin.

The funding for the project is part of the AB617 bud-
get, and the project has already gone before a firm that
will design the improvements, to begin in the summer of
2024.

In other action at the meeting, Martin, along with
Public Works Director Michael James, testified about the
need for a bike path that will wind through the city, fur-

To Coach Juan,
it's more than just winning; he strives to
instill valuable qualities such as determi-
nation, resilience and a strong work ethic
in his wrestlers. It's about guiding them
towards becoming a successful and im-
pactful individual."

Assistant varsity coach Garth Wara
has been coaching with Gallardo for 11
years. He describes him as extremely self-
less: "He constantly puts the needs of his
student-athletes and his staff above his

own. He is constantly working, coach-
ing, fundraising or helping kids in any
way they need help, either in wrestling,
school or family needs. He is always there
to help them maximize their potential as
wrestlers, athletes, students and people.”

Of his coaching style, he said, "He is
a coach that holds his wrestlers to a high
standard and demands great things of
them because he sees the potential in
them that they may not even see in them-
selves at the time."

As a coach, he said Gallardo is unique
because, "He genuinely loves and cares
about all of his athletes for a lifetime. His
former wrestlers still come back and visit
him and speak to how he positively affected
their lives both in and outside of wrestling."

Coach Danny Arellano has known and
worked with Gallardo for a little over eight
years and said, "He is a passionate coach
who loves the sport of wrestling and gives
110% to impact the young men and women
who wrestle for Wasco High. He advocates
and instills "student first, athlete second."
He establishes and maintains rapport with
parents and teachers to work together on
supporting his student-athletes. Ultimate-
ly, his goal is to help the students succeed in
the classroom and on the wrestling mat."

"Gallardo is a humble, modest coach
who gives everyone else the credit for
the success of the wrestling program. He
is well respected by the wrestling com-
munity for his willingness to teach and
inspire Wasco's youth. He takes pride in

teaching his wrestlers about wrestling and
how it relates to the real world and life.
He teaches them principles like "attitude
breeds effort,”" "hard work is a person-
al choice" and "quitting is not an option."

Arellano added that Gallardo is im-
mersed in the world of wrestling. "He
lives, eats and breathes wrestling. For him,
wrestling is year-round. There is no such
thing as a wrestling season for him."

"Heinvestslots of blood, sweatand tears
(and I mean lots of sweat) ...into growing
the sport of wrestling in Wasco. However,
his success also comes from his ability to
influence and encourage others to help
him coach. Ultimately, it's his passion and
love for wrestling that motivates him daily
to coach and teach the sport.”

Shafter, and this will be great for the com-
munity, as well as the air quality,” com-
mented Maritn. The path will connect all
of the schools in the city of Shafter, with
the bike path making it possible for riders
to make it around town without having to

stray off of the path.“ This will not only be

great for the kids and adults who ride their
bikes, it will also help the air quality by
reducing the emissions from motorized
vehicles,” added Martin.

These are just two projects that the
committee has been working on for

Shafter, which was designated as a Dis-
advantaged Community by the State Air
Board when the committee was founded.
They also are working on a project that
would include a charging station down-
town for electric vehicles and also a station
that would make electric cars available for

residents to rent. These would be for resi-
dents who do not have cars but still need
to go shopping, or doctors’ appointments,
without putting more emissions into the
air with gas-burning vehicles.

Altogether, the projects are estimated
to have a cost of about $2.5 million.

Loud blessings

PASTORRUBEN ZARTMAN
Ebenezer Reformed Church, Shafter

Proverbs 27:14 — “He who blesses his
friend with a loud voice, rising early in the
morning, it will be counted a curse to him.”

In this proverb, we are faced with a man
who loves and likes and wants the best for his
friend. There is one problem: The manloudly
utters all that before his friend has gotten out
of bed! And the horrifying reality is that this
exuberant blessing turns into a curse because
of that. The friend would rather have gotten
some rest then received that loud blessing.

There is a sober warning in this com-
ic situation: without wisdom, even good
intentions can be destructive. It is not
enough to mean well. Our zeal must be
“according to knowledge” (Romans 10:2).
It’s good to have a warm heart, but that’s
not enough: we must also have clear heads.

This is not optional for Christians, but

a command from the Lord Jesus: “Behold,
I send you out as sheep in the midst of wolves.
Therefore be wise as serpents and harmless as
doves” (Matthew 10:16).

That’s a startling combination! It is not
easy to be a snake and a dove at the same
time. But both are necessary. And the
loud man in Proverbs would have found it
easier to be harmless if he had been wise.
With some more wisdom, he would have
realized that it’s important to be consider-
ate, as well as enthusiastic.

It may seem like just common sense not
to wake someone up to tell them some-
thing that can wait. That loud blessing
could have been spoken a little more quiet-
ly and a couple of hours later, and it would
have served its purpose much better than
it did. The Bible is in favor of common
sense, even to the point of commanding it.
If we want to be as harmless as doves, we
also need to be as wise as serpents.
